Using up to date programs has consistently lowered the kill rate by 50% or more the first year alone, and increased adoption rates to 85% or better! It has been done at shelters across the country, in urban or rural settings, in rich or poor communities. It does not take more money, in fact some shelters have found it saves money, while increasing volunteer rates and improving the shelter's public image. It can be done here in Pearland. 
I find the current state of the shelter unacceptable. The same old excuse of "too many animals, not enough homes" will not satisfy me any longer. The City of Pearland has one of the worst kill rates. A new management philosophy and new ordinances are the answer to this problem. 
I urge you to commit to designating the City of Pearland as a “no-kill” City, choosing a new shelter director that is experienced with and committed to saving more lives if the current shelter director is not supportive of Pearland becoming a “no-kill” shelter and to updated Pearland’s ordinances to reflect that the lives of all adoptable animals are protected.
